Meeting Notes

There were a number of members who attended the meeting via the webinar who signed in as “guest” and therefore were not uniquely identified.  By contacting Keith Nohe, your attendance can be recorded.  Future webinar sessions will require attendees to sign in with their entire name.
Keith Nohe introduced the 5 SCPA Board members; himself, Patrick Flynn, Erik Goldoff, Kelly Kelkenberg and Lori Weaver.  Keith also introduced Mel Curtis who will continue to function as an advisor to the Board.  Keith Nohe introduced our hosts for this meeting and thanked them for their assistance.  Craig Wade of Atlantix Global Systems was our physical meeting host and David Halford of Forsythe Solutions Group hosted the webinar for this meeting.  Each SCPA member in attendance was asked to introduce themselves indicating their organization and their role in that organization.

Keith Nohe announced for Harry Ferris of the Georgia Business Force an upcoming H1N1 Influenza Pandemic Response Conference being held on Monday, September 21st at the Centers for Disease Control (CDC).  Harry Ferris will send to the SCPA a more detailed “hold the date” announcement which will be distributed to the SCPA membership via email and will be posted to the SCPA website.  Brooke Doerler provided a series of H1N1 related materials for the members in attendance to take.

Kelly Kelkenberg presented an overview of the SCPA Board of Directors composition and current status.  Two of the five board members will be replaced in elections during the November meeting (November 12, 2009).  Nominations were opened and will be accepted until the August 13, 2009 meeting. The current Board members rolling off this year are Kelly Kelkenberg and Lori Weaver.  Since Kelly represents the public sector member, one of the new Board members elected in November must be from the public sector.  One member of the Board may also be from a vendor organization, and there currently are none.  One public sector nomination was accepted during the meeting; Kamille McCormick-Stroud from the Georgia Department of Health.  Three other nominations that were accepted, all representing vendor organizations, are: David Halford of Forsythe Solutions Group, Dana Marie Thomas of EMC and Lindsey Faber of SunGard.

Patrick Flynn presented an overview of SCPA branding through the new web site and the new SCPA logo.  Patrick also described the social networking efforts of the SCPA in the form of a LinkedIn site and invited members to visit and join that group.  SCPA members provided additional ideas.
Erik Goldoff presented an overview of the new SCPA web site.  Members provided additional ideas & suggestions including some color changes and posting Board candidate biography information on the website.
Lori Weaver discussed the ongoing need for organizations to volunteer to host upcoming meetings of the SCPA as well as the need to identify speakers and topics for meeting discussion. The guest speaker, Craig Wade, was introduced.  Craig spoke to the group about emergency hardware needs during a disaster as well as during disaster testing and how his organization, Atlantix Global Systems, is poised to assist organizations with those hardware needs.  Craig introduced Claude Bethea, CEO of Transformyx and RallyPoint, who spoke to the group on communications lessons learned during and following Hurricanes Katrina and Ike that affected the New Orleans and Baton Rouge areas and how those lessons led to the development of the RallyPoint communications service.
