The second challenge is one of terminology.  Like engineers or doctors, our terms must have precise meanings if we are to communicate effectively with each other and with management.  Otherwise we tend to look like amateur quacks trying to justify big salaries with confusing statements.  


The third challenge is that of silos in planning.  In all companies, there will be multiple departments with an important piece of the business continuity pie.  IT, security, risk management, and facilities are some of the more common.  If these departments are allowed to plan in a vacuum without coordinating their actions, there is very little chance of having an effective recovery plan and the organization wastes money.
